ABOUT THE PROJECT...

Since the first Choral and Chamber Music weekend at Charney in 1989 just over
a hundred short pieces and extended works have been rehearsed - by composers
from Anon to Wilbye, from the Renaissance to recent times. Pieces are chosen
to reflect the vast range of the choral repertoire, both sacred and secular, from
the solemn to the silly. Music with words and/or music by Quakers is also
included. The choir is, and has been, led by Roger Moon since 1989.

A selection of chamber music will be available and participants may also
bring their own. There is an opportunity for instrumentalists and singers to
do a combined work. The last session before Sunday lunch is always spent
rehearsing and running through a work involving both voices and
instruments.
